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For over 20 years now, the eco Com-

plaints Office has been fighting suc-

cessfully against illegal content on 

the Internet and is committed to 

ensuring that illegal content is taken 

down and that criminal offences are 

reported to the authorities. In additi-

on, the Complaints Office is engaged 

in ensuring better youth protection 

on the Internet.

The work of the eco Complaints Office is based 

on voluntary cooperation with society as a 

whole, with its foundation being the self-reg-

ulation of providers and the engagement of 

Internet users. 

All Internet users can report suspected illegal 

content free of charge and anonymously under 

international.eco.de/eco-complaints-office. 

The Complaints Office’s lawyers then as-

sess whether the reported content violates 

German law and, in cases of violations, take 

appropriate measures. The eco Complaints 

Office can also be reached via the German 

information platform for young people ju-

gend.support, as well as via the German 

portal www.internet-beschwerdestelle.de/

en/index.html.

Closely networked nationally and in-

ternationally

In order to effectively fight illegal Internet 

content, cooperation with other actors is 

essential. Among others, eco works together 

with providers, partner complaint offices, and 

law enforcement agencies.

As (co-)operator of the portal inter-

net-beschwerdestelle.de/en/, eco is part of 

the German Safer Internet Centre (www.

saferinternet.de), which also includes the FSM, 

jugendschutz.net, “Nummer gegen Kummer” 

and klicksafe (operated by the State Media 

Authority of Rhineland-Palatinate and the 

State Media Authority of North Rhine-West-

phalia). Here the eco Complaints Office is also 

active in the promotion of media competence 

and awareness on the Internet.

eco is a founding member of INHOPE (www.

inhope.org), the international umbrella or-

ganization of Internet hotlines. Within the 

worldwide network, detected illegal Internet 

content can be forwarded to the relevant 

partner. This ensures that such content is 

followed up in the respective country of origin.

If you’re operating in Germany as a telemedia 

provider, you may even be obliged to appoint 

a Youth Protection Officer in accordance 

with the German Interstate Treaty on the 

Protection of Minors in the Media (JMStV). 

One of the central tasks of a youth protection 

officer is to advise providers. The officer is 

also the contact person for users and the 

point of contact for official oversight.

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topDNS –  
eco initiative to fight DNS abuse

The stable, safe, and secure operati-

on of the DNS has proven to be the 

foundation for the global expansion 

of the Internet as a universal public 

resource. However, like every innova-

tion and every technology, the Inter-

net and the DNS are subject to abuse, 

like malware, botnets, phishing, 

pharming, or spam. The topDNS 

Initiative and its members have set 

themselves the goal of fighting DNS 

abuse.

“The DNS is an ecosystem, not just a 

registration system” 

However, the task to prevent and tackle abuse 

on the Internet is a complex one. The DNS 

ecosystem is diverse, given that it includes 

various stakeholders & intermediaries with 

different roles, responsibilities, and options 

at hand to accomplish this task.

Registries and registrars are often asked to 

completely suspend Internet domains when 

there is suspicion of abuse. However, sus-

pensions should not be undertaken lightly 

and should always be seen as a last resort 

in combating illegal content. The deletion 

of such content is not only more effective 

in the long term but also reduces the risk of 

collateral damage if legal content and services 

are also affected by the suspension.

The goal of the topDNS Initiative is to bring 

all relevant stakeholders & intermediaries 

to the table and to give visibility to those 

who are engaged in the fight against DNS 

abuse – even beyond the domain industry.

Spreading the messages of the 

domain industry

The eco topDNS Initiative works closely with 

other working groups and initiatives, such 

as the Registrar Stakeholder Group (RrSG) 

and Registry Stakeholder Group (RySG) at 

ICANN, the DNS Abuse Institute of PIR, the 

Internet & Jurisdiction Policy Network, and 

many more.

For over 20 years, eco has been committed 

and motivated to combating abuse and illegal 

content on the Internet, and to having crimes 

prosecuted. Cooperation with the various 

stakeholders in the process is as important 

to us as neutrality and transparency.

To achieve this goal, the topDNS 

Initiative is based on two main 

pillars: 

Education & Awareness

Certified Senders Alliance – 
the quality standard in email marketing

The Certified Senders Alliance (CSA) 

is a service of the eco – Association 

of the Internet Industry, in conjunc-

tion with the German Dialogue Mar-

keting Association (DDV). Since its 

foundation in 2004, the CSA has 

acted as a neutral interface between 

mailbox providers and senders of 

commercial emails. The goal is to 

improve the quality of commercial 

emails such as newsletters, invoices, 

and order confirmations, and to pro-

tect email recipients. To achieve this, 

the CSA develops and establishes 

quality standards for commercial 

emailing, thereby actively contribu-

ting to the protection of users and 

strengthening the email communi-

cation channel.

Establishing and safeguarding quali-

ty standards

The CSA certifies senders who commit to ad-

hering to the CSA criteria. For these certified 

senders, all sending IPs are maintained on 

an IP list that is used for filtering by partic-

ipating mailbox and security providers. As 

filtering decisions at mailbox providers are 

partly made on an IP basis, certified senders 

can be granted corresponding advantages, 

such as improved delivery, no IP warming, 

and no throttling.

Certified senders are given access to software 

that allows them to monitor compliance with 

key CSA criteria and identify any anomalies 

in their email sending. This software includes 

real data from mailbox providers and the 

eco Complaints Office, enabling them to 

optimize and protect their email delivery.
